Annwyl Riant / Warchodwr, 

Dyma fwy o wybodaeth i chi ar gyfer ein taith: 

• Byddwn yn gadael yr ysgol tua 09:15 ar y dydd Iau.  

• Gall y disgyblion wisgo dillad eu hunain i’r ysgol ar y dydd Iau. 

• Rhaid i’r disgyblion ddod â sach gysgu a chlustog gyda nhw. 

• Bydd angen digon o ddillad cynnes ar bob un, gan gynnwys côt law, het, menig ayyb. 

• Bydd angen digon o ddillad (yn enwedig sanau) sbâr arnynt. Bydd y disgyblion yn cymryd rhan 

mewn gweithgareddau tu allan ac maent yn debygol o fod yn fwdlyd ac yn wlyb!  

• Bydd angen dillad nofio a thywel ar y disgyblion. 

• Bydd angen hen siorts (nid rhai ‘denim’) a chrys-t ar y disgyblion i wisgo yn ystod ein 

gweithgaredd gwlyb.  

• Os ydy’r disgyblion yn dioddef o asthma, rhaid iddynt ddod â phwmp gyda nhw. Gwnewch 

     yn siŵr bod enw ar y pwmp asthma os gwelwch yn dda. 

• Os oes unrhyw foddion gyda’ch plentyn, gan gynnwys tabledi teithio, rhaid sicrhau bod 

rhain yn cael eu rhoi i fi ar y bore dydd Iau. (Rhaid sicrhau bod enw ar bob eitem a 

bod llythyr yn esbonio beth i’w wneud a phryd i roi’r moddion, wedi’i lofnodi gan riant.) 

• Does dim angen ffonau symudol nag unrhyw offer trydanol chwaith. 

• Bydd angen o leiaf 2 bâr o esgidiau gan fod 1 pâr am wlychu.  

• Gall y disgyblion ddod â ‘sliders’ neu sliperi i wisgo tu fewn os ydyn nhw’n dymuno. 

• Gall y disgyblion ddod â £10 ar y mwyaf, i wario yn y siop yno. Byddwn yn cadw’r arian yn saff 

felly byddai’n ddelfrydol petai’r arian yn cael ei roi mewn amlen / waled gydag enw’ch plentyn 

arno. 

• Gall y disgyblion ddod â thortsh, papur a phensiliau, os hoffen nhw ar gyfer y gweithgareddau 

nos.  

• Gofynnwn yn garedig i chi ddarparu bag ychwanegol i’ch plentyn gadw dillad gwlyb.

Trip to Parkwood Outdoors activity Centre, Dolygaer – Year 4 (26.03.26 – 27.03.26): 

 

Dear Parent / Guardian, 

Here is some more information about our trip: 

• We will be leaving the school at about 09:15 am on the Thursday.  

• The pupils can wear their own clothes to school on the Thursday. 

• The pupils will need to bring a sleeping bag and pillow with them. 

• Pupils will need enough warm clothes, including a raincoat, scarf, gloves etc. 

• Pupils will need plenty of spare clothes (especially socks). The pupils will be taking part in 

outside activities and they are likely to be muddy and wet! 

• Pupils will need swimming clothes and a towel. 

• Pupils will need old shorts (not denim ones) and a t-shirt to wear during our wet activity. 

• If your child suffers from asthma, he/she must bring their pump with them. Please ensure that 

there is a name on each pump. 

• If your child has any medicine, including travel sickness tablets, please ensure that these are 

handed to me on the Thursday morning. Again, please ensure that there is a name on each item 

along with a letter explaining when to give the medicine, signed by a parent / guardian. 

• No mobile phones or electrical equipment on the trip please.   

• Pupils will need at least 2 pairs of shoes as 1 pair will get wet.  

• Pupils can bring 'sliders' or slippers to wear indoors if they wish. 

• Pupils can bring £10 at the most with them to spend in the shop. We will keep the money safe 

so, ideally, pupils should put the money in a money bag / wallet with their name on it.  

• The pupils can bring a torch, paper and pencils if they like for the night activities. 

• Please provide a separate bag for your child to put their wet clothes in.
