Bydd dysgu o bell yn dod i ben i blant y Cyfnod Sylfaen ar ddydd Mawrth, 23ain o Chwefror.  Ni fydd 
sesiwn Googlemeet yr wythnos honno ar gyfer y Cyfnod Sylfaen gan y byddant yn dychwelyd i'r ysgol.

Dear Parent / Guardian,  

I’d like to start by thanking everyone for your support since the beginning of the term and the enthusiasm 
and creativity you have shown in tackling distance learning. There is no doubt that this is still a 
challenging time for everyone. I would like to thank all the staff who have worked so hard to prepare a 
range of rich virtual learning experiences for all pupils and for supporting them in a variety of ways 
whether by email, telephone or the live sessions. Thanks also to the staff who care for those children who 
attend the childcare provision. 

PLEASE ENSURE THAT YOU READ THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION CAREFULLY 

Further to the Welsh Government’s announcement on the 5th February, we look forward to welcoming 
our Foundation Phase (Nursery to Year 2) pupils only back on Wednesday, 24th of February 
2021. 

*New nursery children: We will welcome our new starters to the Nursery on MONDAY, 1st MARCH 2021 
and they can attend every day thereafter. Please refer to the correspondence sent previously for details 
on session times, drop off and collection arrangements etc. 

Distance learning will cease for our Foundation Phase pupils on Tuesday, 23rd February. There will be no 
Googlemeet session that week for the Foundation Phase as they will be returning to school. 

Key Stage 2 pupils will continue their distance learning for the time being unless they are 
eligible for, and have already been attending, a place in our childcare provision. The 
childcare provision will not operate during half term and will commence again on Monday 
22nd February. 

IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR PARENTS / GUARDIANS OF FOUNDATION PHASE PUPILS: 

*Please note that our ability to fulfil this phased return is dependant on many factors but primarily on 
adequate staffing levels.  Please ensure that you keep up with all correspondence sent via our usual 
channels – Schoop, the School Website and Twitter and that your contact details are up to date. 

MORNING DROP-OFF AFTERNOON COLLECTION 
 Your child can arrive at the school between 

8:45 and 9:10. 
COLLECTION TIMES 

If you have more than one child in the Foundation 
Phase or your child has an older sibling in the 

childcare provision, you should collect your children 
at 3:05pm 

If you only have one child in the Foundation Phase, 
you should collect them at 3:15pm. 

COLLECTION POINT 
In front of the school as per last term. 

 

• The same one-way system will operate, and this must be followed at all times. 
• Please do not congregate/queue by the school gates. 
• Please always maintain a distance of at least 2m between families when dropping off or collecting 

your children. 
• All pupils, except the morning Nursery children and their sisters / brothers, enter the school through 

the main gates, the same as last term. 
• Only one parent / guardian can bring their child (ren) into the school grounds to drop off or pick 

up the child. 
 



SCHOOL TRANSPORT 

School transport will be operational from the 24th February. 

SCHOOL DINNERS/SNACKS 

Every parent / guardian will need to provide their child with a packed lunch. School lunches will not be 
served. The Fruit Tuck shop will not be operating at present. 

CLWB PLANT Y TRI ARTH 

Clwb Plant y Tri Arth will NOT be operational for the time being. 

SCHOOL UNIFORM 

Pupils should wear school uniform, apart from the days they have their P.E lessons. To avoid unnecessary 
close contact between staff and pupils, we advise that you dress your child in a ‘jogger’ type trouser which 
will enable them to dress independently.  Tights should be avoided. 

PUNCTUALITY/ACCESS TO SITE 

Please ensure that your child arrives in school by 9:10am and is collected at the correct time. 
Parents/Guardians will not have access to the school building and will need to contact the school office 
by telephone or e-mail if they need to speak to a member of staff. 

ITEMS FROM HOME 

The only resources pupils will need are a snack, a drink, a packed lunch and their PE clothes should be 
worn on the days they receive PE sessions. We kindly ask that your child does not bring their home 
learning workbooks or reading books in to school.  We will inform you when we are able to accept these 
and look forward to seeing all the work they have completed. 

WEARING OF MASKS BY PUPILS 

Face masks are not recommended for primary school aged children. No pupils will be stopped from 
wearing a face mask. This is a matter of parental choice. Responsibility for the provision of an 
appropriate face mask lies with the parent / carer of the pupil. If a pupil wears a face mask, they must 
store it in a sealed bag. It is the parent / carer’s responsibility to ensure that their child has a sealed bag. 
Hands must be washed or sanitised before putting on a face mask and after removing it. Reusable masks 
must be washed and changed daily.  

WEARING OF MASKS BY STAFF 

In response to the most recent operational guidance received from the Welsh Government, staff will now 
be wearing face masks in the classrooms.  This will be an unfamiliar experience for your child, and we 
would be grateful if you could discuss this with them beforehand.
